» The robustness of the baseline of the project in terms of state-of-the-art, already existing solutions;

» The innovative character of the proposal, in terms of technological progress, novel character of the
use case addressed and/or development of new tools.

» The realistic character of quantitative targets set out the project from a technical perspective (e.g. %
of recycled content in (semi)product, mechanical performance, reduction of use of hazardous
substances, number of people trained).
